Isaac Kofi Fletcher is a 23 year old student in Ghana, studying for a professional diploma in software engineering. The course, offered by NIIT Education and Training Centre in Adum, Ghana, is a four semester course, and Isaac completed the first semester in August, 2004, scoring a 79% cumulative weighted average. The annual cost for Isaac’s education is roughly $705. Because this exceeds the maximum $500 per year contribution from Isaac’s sponsor, Isaac has asked his two uncles, Mr. Akwesi Brobbey, and Mr. Kojo Bequin, to pay for the balance of the annual fees, and both of his uncles have agreed in wiring to do so. 

Isaac was introduced to the Foundation by Mr. Zack Kenner, a student at Bard College in New York, who visited Ghana a few years ago, met Isaac, and was impressed by his desire for a world-class education.

In Isaac’s words, 

“Sir I want you to  know that I am very much  interested in The programme it is a very excellent means to  have a wonderful academic future and be able to be of help  to my community in the near future I would do all that is best  to participate. Thank You sir.”
Isaac’s sponsor is Mr. David Swope of New York, a former Peace Corps volunteer in India, a world traveler, a collector of fine art, a successful businessman and a philanthropist.
During the next three semesters, we look forward to following the progress of Isaac’s education in Software Engineering both through his communication withs Mr. Swope and with the Foundation.
