I would like to introduce you to the Kapadia Education Foundation.  Its mission is to help students in developing countries get a college education.  The foundation matches students in under-privileged families in Asia and Africa to sponsors here in the US, who can provide them with financial and moral support.  The sponsor has the benefit of direct contact with his or her student, and the satisfaction of making a great difference in an individual’s life. The benefits to the student, his or her family, and community are obvious. Today, higher education is the single most valuable commodity in developing nations.

Given below are pictures of students who are currently being sponsored through the foundation. Tung, from Vietnam, has already graduated and is gainfully employed; Nhu, also from Vietnam, will be graduating in August 2006 with a Law Degree. Chemi, from Tibet, is studying to become a journalist. Godfrey, from Tanzania, is studying to become a teacher.  Each of these students are being sponsored and mentored directly by people like you and me, for less than $1.50 per day. It is unclear who gets more from the relationship – the student or the sponsor. Receiving an email from your student, with an attachment of the semester’s grades, or of a special recognition for an assignment well done is probably the most satisfying email of any sponsor’s day.

There are many other applicants waiting to be sponsored – Sebastian Bonsu and Isaak Fletcher from Ghana, Gerald Mranga, Upendo Josephati and Stanluas Malley from Tanzania, and Tenzin Polden from India – whose applications have been received, and who are being screened for meeting the strict requirements of the foundation before being matched with a sponsor. Many more students are applying each month.

If you or someone you know is interested in sponsoring and/or mentoring a student, please let me know. 100% of your money, not to exceed $500/year, will go directly to pay for the student’s fees and college related expenses; all other costs will be paid for by the foundation.
